Bulky furniture that is in good condition is stored separately
within the site and collected by local re-use charities for
refurbishment and sale fo the disadvantaged.

This has also helped to boost our recycling rafes and
provide people with the opportunity fo benefit from other
people’s waste.

Other Re-use Options

At all of our other recycling centres re-usable items are stored
in a locked container before being taken away for re-sale off
site. This may be at car boot sales or auction houses.
